Turn Right onto Rt. 143 NORTH.  
 
Go about 1 mile—you will pass Orchard Stand on Right 
then Red barn on Right. Turn LEFT after red barn onto 
Clover Road (note: if you miss Clover Road you will 
come to a Y at Wanamaker Hotel, turn sharp left onto 
Steinsville Road)  
 
Turn LEFT on Steinsville Road.
